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Minutes, November 2020 ASLC Meeting 

Tracy Stuart, President, Astronomical Society of Las Cruces (ASLC, the Society), 
called the November 2020 to order at 7:00 pm. He welcomed attendees to tonight’s 
meeting via ZOOM. Sixteen (16) attendees were signed in for the start of the meeting, 
eventually twenty-two (22) individuals participated. 

Guests/Visitors: 

Daniel Washburn, a former member, was attending tonight’s meeting from Seattle, WA. 
Steve Barkes and Trish Conley were attending from Steve’s hospital room. 

New Business: 

1. Holiday Get-Together – Because of pandemic restrictions regarding group 
gatherings, there will not be a traditional get-together of Society members this 
year. After some discussion, an option to have another ZOOM meeting, 
potentially 18 December, was accepted. More information and an invite will 
follow. 

2. October Minutes – The issue of the High Desert Observer (HDO), the Society’s 
newsletter, was published this month, thanks to Tim Kostelecky. There were no 
minutes from the October meeting because of technical difficulties experienced 
by the Secretary accessing ZOOM. 

3. Observatory at Leasburg Dam State Park (LDSP) – New computer assets to 
support the Observatory remained under discussion. COVID restrictions and 
closures have presented difficulties surveying equipment and evaluating 
requirements. Ed Montes has talked to the LDSP chief ranger and reported the 
Park is very amenable to the Society utilizing the Park’s internet service. The 
committee is considering an “upgradeable” desk top system to be located in the 
“warm room” of the Observatory. Ed said he expects a ~$3000 expenditure. An 
update will be provided at the January 2021 meeting. Charles Turner discussed 
what software should be loaded on to the new system. All concerned agreed 
input from David Doctor upgrades was desirable. 

4. Arecibo Observatory – The radio telescope in Puerto Rico is scheduled for 
decommissioning and demolition. Update: Structural failures caused the 
primary dish to self-destruct earlier this month. 

Treasurer’s Report: 

Trish Conley, Treasurer, reported no change in the status of the Society’s accounts. 

Presentation: 

Tonight’s presentation was by Society member Dr. Alex Woronow on “Drizzle – What is 
it?”. Turns out that in this case, Drizzle is a photographic technique developed by the 
Hubble Space Telescope team to improve image resolution. Alex discussed how this 
method, along with dithering can be used to process images, but may be beyond the 
average amateur’s needs. 

The November 2020 meeting was adjourned at 8:08 pm.
